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Executive Order no. 554 of 30 June 1993


Executive Order no. 554 of 30 June 1993
Pursuant to section 180 of the Insurance Business Act, cf. Consolidated Act no. 511 of 16 June 1992, as amended by Act no. 1062 of 23 December 1992, the following shall be laid down: 

1. The residential requirements of section 180(1) and (3) of the Insurance Business Act shall not apply to nationals of the Member States of the European Communities or to nationals of countries with which the Community has entered into an agreement. 

2. In the event that a registration is covered by section 1, a declaration prescribed by the Danish FSA shall be made stating that the conditions prescribed by the provisions mentioned have been met at the time of filing of the notification for registration with the Danish Commerce and Companies Agency. 

3.-(1) This Executive Order shall enter into force on 1 August 1993. 
(2) At the same time, the Ministry of Industry’s Executive Order no. 462 of 10 September 1981 shall be repealed.
